Major Power Competition and New Trends in U. S. Interference with
the Taiwan Question

[ Abstract | As the United States continues to advance its strategic
competition with China, its scheme of “using Taiwan to contain China” is
also undergoing a profound evolution. The U. S. has been interfering with
the Taiwan question through means of incorporation, militarization, and
multilateralization, i. e. , embedding the Taiwan question within the U. S.
strategy of major power competition against China, while combining it with
strategies such as “using Taiwan to contain China” and “building alliances
to counterbalance China”. Moreover, some U. S. analysts are calling for a
shift in America’s Taiwan policy from “strategic ambiguity” to “strategic
clarity”. The U.S. has been propagating the idea of “ an armed
reunification of Taiwan before 2027”7, contributing in effect to the
militarization of the Taiwan question. As the focus of Washington’s Taiwan
policy shifts towards preparations for the potential armed conflict between
the U. S. and China in the Taiwan Strait, America’s opposition to China’s
reunification “through military force” has become more prominent. Against
the backdrop of the U.S. building a system of allies and partners to

counterbalance China and deepening the geostrategic linkage between the
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Indo-Pacific and Europe, the Taiwan question has become increasingly
multilateralized in economic, technological, and ideological spheres.
However, the U.S. faces limitations in using new methods to manipulate
the Taiwan question, especially as it cannot afford the catastrophic cost of a
“showdown” with China.

Evaluating the Evolution and Implications of the U.S. *“ China
Initiative”

[ Abstract | The “China Initiative” was an important policy formulated by
the Trump administration that sought to use judicial means to build a
security network incorporating America’s academia, business, intelligence
and cyber information, for the purpose of containing China in technology.
This initiative primarily involved legal prosecutions to hold accountable
American scientists who assisted with China’s technological development.
Since its inception in November 2018, hundreds of American scientists,
mostly of Chinese descent, have been investigated and prosecuted. Factors
contributing to the launch of this initiative include intensified U. S.
strategic competition with China in recent years and deteriorating China-
